Minors 13 and under MUST
be accompanied and

actively supervised at all
times by an adult (18+). 

Swim tests are required for
all minors 11 and under
before they can enter the

pool. Failure to test or pass
means an adult must be in

the water within 10 ft.
actively supervising the

minor at all times.
